Directions

From the A34 South bound: M
Leave A34 at M4. Go around the roundabout o head north again, location on
following signs for the 'showground’. Before you re-join the A34 Showground
northbound take the slip road to Chieveley.

At the 'T' Junction at the end of the slip road turn right.

The entrance will be found on the right. Note that it is a different
entrance to the showground this year. See map >>>

From the A34 North bound:

Turn off the A34 at M4. At the roundabout head north again,
following signs for the 'showground’. Before you re-join the A34
northbound take the slip road to Chieveley.

At the 'T' Junction at the end of the slip road turn right.

The entrance will be found on the right. Note that it is a different
entrance to the showground this year. See map >>>

From the M4 East or West bound:

Leave the M4 at Junction 13 and head north, following signs for -
the 'showground'. Before you join the A34 northbound (i.e. not far | —
from the M4 roundabout) take the slip road to Chieveley. M4 Junction 13
At the 'T' Junction at the end of the slip road turn right. 7

We hold meetings on the fourth Wednesday of the month, starting at 19:30hrs, in the Acland Hall,
Hermitage Rd, Cold Ash, RG18 9JF. At these meetings there is usually a talk relating to radio,
electronics or computing. We also hold many other social and radio related events, such as contests and
special event stations etc.
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There are many facets to amateur radio; a popular one at NADARS is contesting,
and the club has an excellent track record of results.

Events vary, but the basic principle is to make as many radio contacts as possible
in a specified period of time. A very popular series of contests runs regularly each
month where members operate from home and individual scores are added to
make a club total.

Other contests involve setting up a portable station 'in the field' for a weekend
with temporary masts and aerials, operating from tents or caravans.
